
Roto Chair is a rotational moulded chair.

Rotational moulding is usually a high tempera-
ture, low pressure plastic forming process that 
uses biaxial rotation, to produce hollow one-
piece components.

This chair is an example of rotational moulding 
at a very simplified level. It has been con-
structed using flat acrylic sheet moulds, two 
part curing resins and turning by hand.

The language of the chair was derived from the 
observation that conctructing the rotational 
moulds from flat sheet acrylic is far simpler 
than adding forms and curves.
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The legs and seat are created separately.  Due 
to the nature of the resin, I had under 10 min-
utes until cured, so I needed to construct indi-
vidual moulds of a shape that would allow a 
complete and uniform coating.

The chair has been constructed to have a gen-
eral matt finish, with detailing in a gloss pattern, 
creating a two-tone effect.
